The level of toxic chemicals in manufacturing processes has long been a
challenge.

As with ag change or new product on the market, the cost of chemicals for a
trivalent system is currently higher than for a hexavaleap st¢though this will
eventually come down, as the trivalent system becomes more common practice.
Trivalent systems althoughluite new, have already demonstrated tremendous
potential for the future.
